Volunteer Financial Support
Volunteers normally pay their own way. Most short (three
week to six month) assignments are self-funded. Global
Ministries does have a small budget from which grants 
are made to support short-term volunteers. Many of the
longer positions (one year or more) include travel and a
stipend for basic living costs at the local level.

Qualities We Seek
• strong faith commitment, active church and
community involvement

• training and/or experience relevant to the assignment

• sensitivity to different cultures and situations

• language proficiency

• maturity, ability to adapt to changing conditions,
ability to relate to those in authority, and respond 
well in stressful situations

How to Proceed
• contact the Mission Personnel Office, using the contact
information on the back of this brochure, and request a
Personal Information Blank (PIB)

• upon completion and return of the PIB, your service will
be offered to partners in the countries of your interest

• global Ministries will contact you to inform you of the
status of your application

• dates, job descriptions, and other requirements are
negotiated on a case-by-case basis

• once all of the details are finalized, you will be on your
way to a life-changing experience with the support of an
international community and Global Ministries

Opportunities for Volunteer Service
Volunteer assignments from the global church vary,
but could include:

• learning organic farming

• education, including administration and teaching in
secondary schools, college, post-graduate, seminary,
and English as a second language

Length of Assignments
Regular volunteer assignments range from three weeks
to two years. Time commitments are flexible and
depend on job description and how much time you
are able to commit.
